WHAT IS GLAZING?

ÅYou DO NOT need to glaze work, however, the glaze 
fire puts your clay at full strength. 

 



MOST IMPORTANT  

GLAZING RULE! 

ÅGLAZE CANNOT BE APPLIED TO THE SURFACE THAT 
WILL TOUCH THE KILN SHELF. 

 

ÅIf your glaze fuses to the shelf, it will be removed with 
a hammer. 

 

ÅYour piece must have a .5 CM gap between the glaze 
and shelf!  



MANY TYPES OF GLAZE 

RAKU 

WOOD 

SODA SALT 

CRYSTALLINE 

LUSTER GLOSS MATTE 

CRACKLE 



GLAZE 

ÅLiquid that undergoes a chemical reaction during firing 
and creates a glassy finish. 

 

ÅGLAZE HAS FLUX! (GLASS FUSING COMPONENT) 
 

ÅGlaze changes when it is thicker or thinner. 



CHECK OUT OUR TEST TILES 

ÅGlaze fluctuates from thick to thin, as you can see in 
the test tiles. 



UNDERGLAZE 

ÅA paint-like liquid that goes onto a clay body before 
glaze. 

 

ÅUNDERGLAZE HAS NO FLUX (WILL NOT FUSE) 



UNDERGLAZE RULES 

ÅShould be applied in two coats. 
 

ÅShould be re-bisqued after  

    application. 
 

 ÅGlossy Finish ɀ Apply ONE 
COAT of clear glaze after 
bisque.  

 
 

ÅMatte Finish ɀ Do not apply 
glaze! 

 

ÅYou do not need to re-
ÂÉÓÑÕÅ ÉÆ ÙÏÕ ÁÒÅÎȭÔ 
applying a clear coat. 



BEFORE YOU GLAZE 

ÅUse a piece of sandpaper and smooth out your work. 
 

ÅRemember that your pieces are still very fragile in bisque form! 

ÅThrow away your used sandpaper when finished. 
 

ÅRinse off your work in the sink and let dry. 

ÅBisqueware is absorbent!

ÅUNDERGLAZE ɀ Use right out of the bottle! If you are 
using the same color as another person, sit together. 

 

ÅGLAZE ɀ Use the small white dishes! 

ÅUSE THESE FOR GLAZE ONLY.

GLAZE APPLICATION 

BRUSHING 

Å ALWAYS brush on two 
coats! 

 
Å The thicker it is, the 

more the glaze will run.
